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We suggest that your INT opening should show any 4-3-3-3, 4-4-3-2 or 5-3-3-2
shape and 15-17HCP. The modern approach is that the notrump opening may
contain a 5 card major. To help you find your 8 card major suit fits and minor
suit slams you will need to use 5 card major Stayman.

Any hand of 8 or more HCP which
contains a 3 or 4 card major suit.
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2D | have at least one 4 card major
2H/S | have 5 cards in this major suit
2NT | have no major and am minimum
3C  Inave no major and am maximum
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Opener must continue bidding till 2NT has
been reached. Any new suit introduced at
the 3 level by responder is game forcing
(usually showing slam potential if it is 3 of a
minor suif) and asking for 3 card support.
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2NT  8-9HCP and no heart fit

3C/DIS Game force+ shows 5 card suit
3H 8-9 PTS, 3+ hearts, invites game
3NT/4H 10-15points to play

4C/DIS Cue bid or exclusion Blackwood.
The same principles apply after INT-2C-2S

After 3C responder will bid 3NT unless they
